Fund Asset Allocation Endorsement
Attached to the Basic Policy 

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary stated in the Policy Provisions, the following shall be deemed to be part of the Policy under “FUND PRACTICE” and is 
applicable to the fund selected.

Each Fund is managed to achieve a speci�c investment objective. It is monitored accordingly and shall maintain assets separate from any other Fund.

These are major categories of investment, however company may make investment in other minor categories as per the fund objective and regulatory limits.

The asset allocation for the funds under this arrangement shall be:

Investment Secure Fund (II) – Income Fund
Moderate risk fund with at least 25% of fund value in Government Securities 
or deposits with commercial banks/DFIs, up to 100% in collective investment 
schemes (�xed income funds), up to 30% in commercial papers and up to 
40% in TFCs.

Investment Multiplier Fund – Aggressive Fund
High risk fund with up to 60% of fund value in equities directly or indirectly 
through collective investment schemes, up to 100% in Government 
Securities, bank/term deposits and collective investment schemes (�xed 
income funds), up to 40% in TFCs, up to 30% in commercial papers and up to 
10% in Real Estate.

Amaanat Fund – Balanced Fund
Medium risk fund with up to 100% of fund value in Government Securities, 
Islamic bank/term deposits and collective investment schemes (�xed income 
funds), up to 30% in shariah compliant equities directly or indirectly through 
collective investment schemes, up to 40% in TFCs/Sukuks, up to 30% in 
commercial papers and up to 10% in real Estate.

Managed Growth Fund – Balanced Fund
Medium risk fund with up to 100% of fund value in Government Securities, 
bank/term deposits and collective investment schemes (�xed income funds), 
up to 30% in equities directly or indirectly through collective investment 
schemes, up to 40% in TFCs/Sukuks, up to 30% in commercial papers and up 
to 10% in real Estate.

The Policyholder may select any one fund to invest in. The unit price of each fund will be based on the Net Asset Value of that fund:

•   Investment Secure Fund – Income Fund

•   Investment Secure Fund (II) – Income Fund

•   Investment Multiplier Fund – Aggressive Fund

•   Amaanat Fund – Balanced Fund

•   Managed Growth Fund – Balanced Fund
